April 28, 2010

Mayor Hakes called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m.

Mayor Hakes invited the public to speak during a period of open forum.  Open Forum is limited to one half-hour.  No person may speak more than 5 minutes or more than once.  No one spoke.

Motion by Lenz, seconded by Costello to approve the Agenda; April 14, 2010, Minutes; and Payment of Bills.  Approved unanimously.

The council discussed the Sheriff’s Fire Order.  The state ban is enforceable within the city limits: however, it was unclear if the Sheriff’s Fire Order that is more restrictive than the state was enforceable within the city limits.  Cook County adopted a resolution supporting the Sheriff’s Fire Order.

Motion by Costello, seconded by Lenz to approve Resolution 2010-02 Approving Fire Ban.  Approved unanimously.

The adoption of the Sheriff’s Fire Ban prohibits campfires and recreation fires within the city limits.  If a business requires an outdoor fire such as a bread oven, they can request a special permit from the Sheriff.

The council reviewed North House Folk School’s building permit for the Blacksmith Shop.  The request meets the zoning ordinance:  however, the lease requires approval by the City Council.

Motion by Kennedy, seconded by Lenz to approve the North House Folk School Building Permit.      Ayes:  Kennedy, Lenz, Hakes, Sivertson  Abstain:  Costello (Employee of NHFS)

Motion by Costello, seconded by Sivertson to approve hiring Lee Hall as Liquor Store Clerk.  Approved unanimously.

Councilor Sivertson’s Report:
1) Several business owners have approached Sivertson regarding the old theater building and what can be done to make the building safe.  It is in disrepair and last year a chunk of concrete fell from the building and damaged a parked car.  There have been pest problems in the past.  Council directed Roth and Hood to discuss the building and decide whether to proceed with any action.


Mayor Hakes’ Report:
1) Thank you to Jim Shinners who organized the 40th Annual Earth Day Clean-up.  There were so many helpers that they may extend the clean-up area next year.
2) Received a Thank you from the Farmer’s Market for expanding their area.

Motion by Kennedy, seconded by Lenz to adjourn the meeting.  Approved unanimously.
