Sec. 10-1. Definitions.

The follow ng words, ternms and phrases, when used in
this chapter, shall have the nmeani ngs ascribed to themin
this section, except where the context clearly indicates a
di fferent neaning:

Ani mal shelter or pound nmeans any pren ses designated by
the council for the purpose of inmpounding and caring for
dogs, or other animals where practical.

Kennel nmeans any place, building, tract of |and, abode
or vehicle wherein or whereupon dogs or cats are kept,
congregated or confined, if the dogs or cats were obtained
from munici palities, pounds, auctions, or by advertising for
unwant ed dogs or cats, or dogs or cats strayed, abandoned or
stolen. "~ Kennel'' does not include a pound owned and
operated by any political subdivision of the state or a hone
where dogs or cats are kept as pets.

O ficer means any |aw enforcenment officer of the city or
any person designated by the council to assist in enforcing
this chapter.

Owner neans any person owni ng, harboring, keeping or
havi ng custody of a dog or other aninmal.

Poundnmast er means the person designated by the counci
to be in charge of the animal shelter or pound.

Restraint neans that a dog is under restraint if it is
on the prem ses of its owner, or is confined in a suitable



vehicle or other enclosure, or is acconpanied by and under
the i medi ate and effective control, either by |eash or
command, of a responsi bl e person.

Sec. 10-2. Penalty.

Any person violating any provision of this chapter, the
violation of which is not otherw se designated, is guilty of
a petty m sdeneanor.

The chief of police shall be the city poundnaster.

Sec. 10-4. Appointnment of enforcenment officers.

The council may, fromtinme to tine, appoint such persons
as may be necessary to enforce this chapter. Such persons
shall have police powers insofar as necessary to enforce this
chapter. No person shall interfere with, hinder or nolest any
such officer in the exercise of his powers.

Sec. 10-5. Applicability to nonresidents.
All parts of this chapter shall apply to nonresidents

and ani mals owned by them except that a dog kept in the city
by a nonresident for a period not exceeding 90 days need not



be licensed by this city, provided such dog is identified by
a license tag issued by any ot her governnental body, or by a
tag identifying the owner of the dog.

Sec. 10-6. Illegal release of inpounded ani mal.

No unaut hori zed person shall break into the ani mal
shelter, or release any dog or other animal legally
i mpounded.

Sec. 10-7. Prevention of nui sance.

The owner of every animal shall prevent it from
comm tting any act which constitutes a nuisance. It is a
public nuisance for any animal to habitually or frequently
bark, howl or cry, to chase vehicles, to frequent school
grounds, parks or public beaches, to nolest or annoy any
person if such person is not on the property of the owner of
such pet, or to nolest, defile or destroy any property,
public or private. Failure of the owner of a pet to prevent
the pet fromcommtting such a nuisance is a violation of
this chapter.

Sec. 10-8. Restraint within city limts.

No donestic pet (including, but not limted to, dogs and
cats) shall be permtted outside the confines of a house or
other building or a restrictive fence unless such animal is
on a |l eash and is kept under the control of the owner or
person charged with its care. No unattended donestic pet
shall be tethered or | eashed so as to allowit to reach the
public street or sidewal k.

Sec. 10-9. Proper care.

No owner shall fail to provide any animal wth
suf ficient good and whol esone food and water, proper shelter
and protection fromthe weather, veterinary care when needed
to prevent suffering, and humane care and treatnent. No
person shall beat, treat cruelly, tornent or otherw se abuse
any animal, or cause or permt any animal fight. No owner
shal | abandon any ani mal .

Sec. 10-10. Quarantine of certain aninals.

Any ani mal that bites any person shall be quarantined
for such time as may be directed by the city health officer.
During the quarantine the animl shall be securely confined
and kept fromcontact with any other animal. At the
di scretion of the health officer, the quarantine may be on
the prem ses of the owner. However, if the health officer
requires other confinenment, the owner shall surrender the
animal for the quarantine period to an animal shelter or
shall, at owner's expense, place it in a veterinary hospital.

Sec. 10-11. Keeping certain aninmals prohibited.

No person shall permt any horse, nule, cow, sw ne,
sheep, goat or other beast owned or controlled by himto
reside within the city.

Sec. 10-12. Littering; renoval of deposits.

(a) It is unlawful for any owner of an aninal:

(1) To permt that animal to be on any property, public
or private, not owned or possessed by such owner,



unl ess such owner has in his/her imediate
possession a device for the renoval of excrenent
and depository for the transm ssion of excrenment to
a proper receptacle | ocated upon the property owned
or possessed by the owner of such animal; or

(2) To fail to pronptly renove excrenment |left by such
animal to a proper receptacle |ocated on property
owned or possessed by the owner of such aninal.

(b) The provisions of this section shall not apply to
the ownership or use of Seeing Eye dogs by blind persons, or
simlarly trained assist dogs used by handi capped persons,
dogs when used in police activities by the city, or tracking
dogs when used by or with the perm ssion of the city.

Any prohibited animl, or any other animl which my
endanger the public welfare, found running at |arge or
unrestrained within the city shall be subject to inpoundnent
by any officer.

Where any animal as specified in section 10-13 is

i npounded, the sanme procedure, notice, care and di sposition

as used for animals shall be foll owed except:

(1) \Where no city animal shelter can accommpdate an
ani mal ot her reasonabl e i npoundnent nay be nade.

(2) The notice shall reasonably describe the ani mal

(3) The inpounding fee and boarding fee shall reflect
actual costs to the city.

DI VI SION 1. GENERALLY

Sec. 10-36. Interfering with tagged dogs.

No person shall, w thout the perm ssion of the owner,
remove the collar or tag fromany |licensed dog, nor
wrongfully kill, maim entice or carry away any dog coll ared

and |licensed as provided in this division.

Sec. 10-37. Return of unrestrained dogs.

Not wi t hst andi ng the provisions of this chapter regarding
i mpounding, if a dog is found unrestrained and its owner can
be identified and | ocated, such dog need not be inpounded,
but may, instead, be taken to the owner. In such case,
however, any other proceedings provided for in this article
may be had agai nst the owner for violation of this chapter.

Sec. 10-38. Miuzzling procl amation.

Whenever the preval ence of rabies renders such action
necessary to protect the public health and safety, the
council shall issue a proclamation ordering every owner of a
dog to nuzzle it securely so that it cannot bite. No person
shall violate such proclamation and any unnuzzl ed dog
unrestrained during the time fixed in the proclamtion shal
be subject to inmpoundnment as provided in this article. And
t he owner of such dog shall be subject to the penalty
provided in this article.

Sec. 10-39. Proceedings for destruction of certain dogs.

Upon sworn conplaint to a court of proper jurisdiction
t hat any one of the follow ng facts exists:

(1) That any dog at any time has destroyed property or
habitually trespassed in a damagi ng manner on the
property of persons other than the owner;

(2) That any dog at any tinme has attacked or bitten a
person outside the owner's prem ses;

(3) That any dog is vicious or shows vicious habits or
nol ests pedestrians or interferes with vehicles on
the public streets or highways;

(4) That any dog is a public nuisance;

(5) That any dog is running at large in violation of
this chapter;

the presiding officer of the court shall issue a sumons
directed to the owner of the dog conmandi ng himto appear
before the court to show cause why the dog should not be
sei zed by any police officer, or otherw se disposed of in the
manner authorized in this chapter. Upon hearing and finding
the facts true as conplained of, the court may either order
the dog killed, or order the owner to renove it fromthe
city, or may order the owner to keep it confined to a

desi gnated place. If the owner violates such order, any

of ficer may i npound any dog described in such order. The
provisions of this section are in addition to and

suppl enental to other provisions of this chapter.

Sec. 10-40. Summary destruction of certain dogs.
Whenever an officer has reasonabl e cause to believe that

a particul ar dog presents a clear and i mmedi ate danger to
residents of the city, because it is infected with rabies or



because of a clearly denpnstrated vicious nature, the
officer, after making reasonable attenpts to i npound such
dog, may summarily destroy the dog.

No person shall maintain a kennel within the residenti al

or commercial zones of the city. No person shall maintain a
kennel within the permtted zones of the city w thout first

securing a kennel license fromthe council, and paying the
required fee for a kennel license. The council may, fromtine
to tinme, set the fee for a kennel license. Such anpbunt shal

be specified in chapter 26. The license year for such
i censes shall be January 1 to Decenber 31.

Sec. 10-51. Dog |icense required.

No person shall own, keep, harbor or have custody of any
dog over six nonths of age without first obtaining a license
therefor fromthe clerk or his agent. Application for |icense
shall be made on fornms prescribed by the clerk, which form
shall set forth: the name and address of the owner; the nane
and address of the person making the application, if other
than the owner; the breed, sex and age of the dog for which a
i cense is sought.

Sec. 10-52. Requirenents for issuance.
(a) Rabies vaccination. Every application for a dog

i cense shall be acconpanied by a certificate froma
qualified veterinarian show ng that the dog to be Iicensed



has been given a vaccination against rabies within one year
prior to the date of application.

(b) Fees. The applicant shall, at the tinme of filing an
application for a dog license, pay to the clerk a |license
fee. The council may, fromtine to tine, set the fees for a
dog license. Such fee shall be as specified in chapter 26. A
spayed fenal e dog shall be considered to be unspayed for the
pur poses of this chapter, unless there is filed with the
application for license a witten statenent of a |licensed
veterinarian that such dog has been spayed or otherw se
rendered sterile.

(c) Terms. Each license issued shall be valid for the
life of the dog. No license shall be transferable to another
dog or to another owner. In the event of a change of address
of the owner, the owner shall pronptly informthe clerk of
such new address.

An i npounded dog shall be kept for not less than five
regul ar busi ness days, excluding Sundays and | egal holi days,
unl ess earlier reclained by its owner as provided in this
di vi si on.

(b) If the owner of the dog is known, witten notice of
i npounding, in lieu of posted notice, shall be given the
owner thereof either by mail or personal service. The date of
sale or killing of the dog shall be not earlier than five
regul ar busi ness days' i npoundnent.

Any dog may be reclainmed fromthe animal shelter by its
owner within the time specified in the notice, by paynent to
the clerk of an anobunt equal to the inpounding fee, plus a
boarding fee, plus the license fee if the dog is unlicensed
and this chapter requires that it have a license. The counci
may, fromtine to tine, set the above nentioned fees. Such
anounts shall be specified in chapter 26. Notw t hstandi ng
this section, the owner shall remain subject to all other
penalties contained in this chapter.

Sec. 10-69. Disposition of unclainmed dogs.

Any dog which is not reclaimed as provided in this
division within the tinme permtted nay be sold to any person
desiring to purchase the dog, for not Iess than the anmounts
provided for in section 10-68, if the dog has not been
requested by a |licensed educational or scientific institution
in accordance with Mnnesota Statutes. All suns received in




excess of the costs and tax, if any, shall be held by the
clerk for the benefit of the owner of the dog, and, if not
claimed within one year, such funds shall be placed in the
general revenue fund of the city. Any dog not reclainmed by
the owner, requested by a |licensed educational or scientific
institution, or sold, as provided in this section, shall be
pai nl essly killed and buried by an officer or the
poundnmast er .
