A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA AFFIRMING ACTIVE LIVING COMMITMENTS



WHEREAS, Active Living is a way of life that integrates physical activity into daily routines.  The goal is to accumulate at least 30 minutes of activity each day.  Individuals may do this in a variety of ways such as walking or bicycling for transportation, exercise or pleasure; playing in the park; working in the yard; taking the stairs; and using recreation facilities; and

WHEREAS, the City of Grand Marais affirms the value of active living for the health benefits to citizens and visitors; economic benefits as a “wellness destination”; and sense of local community and culture; and

WHEREAS, the City of Grand Marais affirms active-living commitments such as:
· Maintain a cohesive pedestrian/sidewalk plan with attention to key connections between schools, businesses, recreational facilities and neighborhoods.
· Consider the enhancement of pedestrian and bicycle travel in City planning and design activites.
· Support programs that encourage active living for citizens, visitors and employees.
· Increase measures for pedestrian and bicyclist safety in the school zones and throughout the city, for people of all ages and abilities. 
· Partner with and provide a liaison to community-wide Active Living organizations dedicated to specific or general activities which support physical activity (such as the Active Living group and Safe Routes to School committee). 
· Support a pilot program with Explore MN and Cook County Visitors Bureau to develop marketing around the concept of Grand Marais and Cook County as an “active destination” or “active tourism” site.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA, that the City of Grand Marais is committed to supporting and providing an active-friendly community to its residents and visitors, and that the City of Grand Marais directs City Councilor Tim Kennedy to work with the Community-Wide Active Living Committee to make recommendations for implementation of the above active-living commitments,
