CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 2011-05

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA APPROVING THE REQUEST FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO REBUILD THE FERRY/MILLS FIRE DAMAGED STRUCTURE

WHEREAS, the applicants, Beth Ferry and David Mills are requesting a conditional use permit to rebuild a non-conforming garage damaged by fire at 820 Creechville Road, legally described on the attached Exhibit A, which is zoned R-1 Permanent Residential; and,

WHEREAS, state stature allows property owners to rebuild a non-conforming structure damaged more than 50% by fire if a permit is applied for within 180 days; and,

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on April 6, 2011, and received public testimony regarding the proposed Conditional Use Permit; and

WHEREAS, all required notices regarding the public hearing were properly made; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has reviewed the request and recommended approval of the Conditional Use Permit subject to certain conditions; and

WHEREAS, the City Council reviewed the requested Conditional Use Permit and Planning Commission recommendation and conditions for the requested Conditional Use Permit at its meeting of April 13, 2011.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA, that it adopts the following findings of fact related to the requested Conditional Use Permit:

Criteria #1	The use conforms to the land use or comprehensive plan of the City.

Finding #1a	A property owner may rebuild a fire damaged non-conforming structure with a conditional use permit.

Finding #1b	The proper owner has applied for a land use permit within 180 of the fire damage.

Criteria #2	The use is compatible with the existing neighborhood.

Finding #2	The structure is an established part of the neighborhood.

Criteria #3	The use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement in the surrounding area of uses permitted by right in the zone district.

Finding #3	The structure is an established part of the neighborhood.

Criteria #4	The location and character of the proposed use is considered to be consistent with a desirable pattern of development for the area

Finding #4	The location and character are the same as the pre-existing non-conforming structure.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Conditional Use Permit to rebuild a non-conforming garage damaged by fire at 820 Creechville Road is hereby approved.
