WHEREAS, pursuant to resolution of the Council adopted May 25, 2011, a report has been prepared by Jamison Mehle, Short Eliot Hendrickson, with reference to the improvement of 11th Avenue West between 2nd Street and 3rd Street by reconstruction and installation of pavement, curb, and gutter, and this report was received by the Council on June 29, 2011, and,

WHEREAS, the report provides information regarding whether the proposed project is necessary, cost-effective, and feasible,

NOW, THEREFOR, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Grand Marais, County of Cook, State of Minnesota:

1. The Council will consider the improvement of such streets in accordance with the report and the assessment of abutting property for all or a portion of the cost of the improvement pursuant to Minnesota statues, Chapter 429 at an estimated total cost of the improvement of between $34,359 and $296,233.

2. A public hearing will be held July 27, 2011, in the Council Chambers of City Hall, 15 North Broadway, at 5:00 p.m., and the Clerk shall give mailed and published notice of such hearing as required by law.
