CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 2012-02

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA APPROVING THE REQUEST FOR A VARIANCE TO ALLOW THE ANGRY TROUT ADDITION

WHEREAS, the applicant, George Wilkes of Angry Trout Cafe, seeks a Variance to allow construction of a building 28’ from the shoreline on his property PID 80-021-3210, legally described on the attached Exhibit A, which is zoned DW Downtown Waterfront; and,

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on April 4, 2012, and received public testimony regarding the proposed Variance; and

WHEREAS, all required notices regarding the public hearing were properly made; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has reviewed the request and recommended approval of the Variance: and

WHEREAS, the City Council reviewed the requested Variance and Planning Commission recommendation at its meeting of April 11, 2012.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA, that it adopts the following findings of fact related to the requested Variance:

Criteria #1	The variance is in harmony with the purpose and intent of the ordinance.

Finding #1a	Providing restrooms is an important part of a viable commercial use.

Finding #1b	The restroom building will not detract from other existing uses.

Criteria #2	The variance is consistent with the comprehensive plan.

Finding #2a	Adding restrooms is consistent with previously approved commercial growth of the property.  

Criteria #3	The proposal seeks to use the property in a reasonable manner not permitted by the zoning ordinance.

Finding #3a	Shoreline setbacks would prevent the proposed use.  

Finding #3b	Public restrooms are a reasonable use for a restaurant facility.


Criteria #4	The plight of the landowner is due to circumstances unique to the property not created by the landowner

Finding #4	The property is located in the harbor and behind the inner break wall.

Criteria #5	The variance, if granted, will not alter the essential character of the locality.

Finding #5a	The restroom building will fit in with the existing mix of fish houses, commercial buildings, and the restaurant.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Variance to allow a restroom building 28’ from the shoreline at PID 80-021-3210 is hereby approved.
