CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 2016-10

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA DENYING THE SPRY SURBAUGH REQUEST FOR A ZONING MAP AMENDMENT

WHEREAS, the applicants, Bob Spry (owner) and Steve Surbaugh (purchaser), are requesting a zoning map amendment to rezone their property legally described on the attached Exhibit A from R-1 Permanent Residential to MU Commercial Residential Mixed Use; and,

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on September 7, 2016, and received public testimony regarding the proposed zoning map amendment; and

WHEREAS, all required notices regarding the public hearing were properly made; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has reviewed the request and recommended denial of the zoning map amendment; and

WHEREAS, the City Council reviewed the requested zoning map amendment and Planning Commission recommendation and findings for the requested zoning map amendment at its meeting of September 14, 2016.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA, that it adopts the following findings of fact related to the requested Zoning Map Amendment:

Criteria #1	The proposed zoning shall be consistent with the comprehensive land use plan adopted by the city.

Finding #1	The expansion of commercial uses in the residential zone is not consistent with the comprehensive plan.


Criteria #2	A mistake has been made in the original zoning which was inconsistent with the comprehensive or land use plan which should now be corrected along with the zoning; or substantial changes have occurred in the community since the adoption of the comprehensive or land use plan, which should result in the plan(s) and the zoning being amended.

Finding #2	No mistake was made in the original zoning

Criteria #3	There shall exist a clear public need for a benefit from additional zoning of the type proposed which shall be above and beyond any benefit or convenience to the land owners.

Finding #3	There are many commercial properties available for sale or rent.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Zoning Map Amendment to change Spry Surbaugh property from R-1 Permanent Residential to MU Commercial Residential Mixed Use is hereby denied.
