88 412.331--412.391 are
expressly adopt ed.

Sec. 74-2. Public utilities conmm ssion.

(a) Established. A public utilities comm ssion is hereby
establ i shed pursuant to Mnn. Stat. 8§ 412.331. The foll ow ng
utilities shall be within the conm ssion's jurisdiction: the
wat er system the |ight and power system and the sanitary
and storm sewer system including the city sewage di sposa
pl ant .

(b) Menbers; termof office. The conm ssion shal
consi st of three nenbers to be appointed by the council.
Menbers shall serve for three year ternms; ternms shal
conmence on January 1 and expire on Decenber 31

(c) Conpensation. No nmenber of the comm ssion shal
receive a salary except as fixed by the council.

Sec. 74-3. Surface water disposal.

(a) Surface water not to enter city sewer system No
surface waters or groundwaters from any source other than the
muni ci pal water supply systemor private wells shall be
di scharged into or permtted to enter the municipal sanitary
sewer system by any neans, including sunp punps, eaves,
drai ns, basenent drains or other neans.

(b) Dry wells permtted. Neither this section or any
ot her provision of this Code shall be interpreted to prohibit
the use of dry wells or other simlar filtration systens for
t he di sposal of such surface waters or groundwaters.



(c) Enforcenent. The public utilities conm ssion shall
appoi nt a suitable person for the purpose of making such
i nspections of premises within the city as necessary to
enforce this section, and shall adopt reasonable rules for
such inspections. The inspector appointed as provided above
shall have the power to enter any prem ses at any reasonable
time for the purpose of enforcing this section, in accordance
wi th such rules.

Sec. 74-4. Applications for service.

Application for utility installation and service shall
be made to the public utilities comm ssion on forns
prescri bed and furnished by the conmm ssion. By his or her
signature, the applicant shall agree to conformto this
chapter and to rules and regul ations that may be establi shed
by the city, public utilities commission or public utilities
board as conditions for the use of water, sewer and
el ectrical service. The public utilities board shall be
constituted as provided in Mnn. Stat. 8§ 412.341, subd. 1

Sec. 74-5. Accounts in nane of owner.

Al'l accounts shall be carried in the nane of the owner
who personally, or by his authorized agent, shall apply for
such service. The owner shall be liable for all electrical,
wat er and sewer services to his or her property, whether he
i's occupying the property or not. Any unpaid charges for
wat er and sewer services shall be a |ien upon the property.

Sec. 74-6. Deposit.
At the time of filing an application for service, any

applicant who has not during his |ast previous period of
service fromthe city had a record of paynent of all his



utility bills for the nost recent 12-nonth period before they
have beconme delinquent shall deposit a sum of not nore than
an estimated or projected bill for two nonths' usage. The
deposit shall be refunded after 24 consecutive nonths of
pronpt paynment if requested by the custonmer or upon prior
term nation of service with all bills paid. Deposits shal
bear interest at the rate of six percent fromthe date of
deposit to the date of refund. If the custoner is delinquent
in his account, his deposit shall be applied on the
del i nquent account and an additional deposit shall be
required to bring the deposit up to the anmount originally
required.

Sec. 74-7. Paynent.

Statements for total utility charges for the preceding
billing period shall be mailed by the tenth day of the nonth
following the nmeter reading to each custoner. The anopunt
listed on the statenent shall be due on or before the 26th
day of the same nonth. |If paynment is not made by that tine,

t he custoner shall be charged a penalty of ten percent of the
total bill.

Sec. 74-8. Shutoff for nonpaynent.

(a) The public utilities conm ssion shall endeavor to
collect all accounts pronptly. In any case where satisfactory
arrangenents for paynent of delinquent accounts have not been
made, the comm ssion may, after the procedural requirenents
of subsection (b) of this section have been conplied wth,

di scontinue service to the delinquent custoner by shutting
off the utility for which paynents are delinquent. \Wen
service to any prem ses has been di scontinued, service shal
not be restored except upon the paynent of all current and
del i nquent ampunts due plus a fee for disconnection and
reconnection in an amount to be set by the conm ssion.



(b) Utilities shall not be shut off under subsection (a)
of this section until notice and an opportunity for a hearing
have first been given the custoner. The notice shall state
that if paynment is not made before a date stated in the
notice but not |less than ten days after the date on which the
notice is given, the utility to the prem ses for which

paynments are delinquent will be shut off. The notice shal
al so state that the occupant may, before such date demand a
hearing on the matter, in which case the supply will not be

cut off until after the hearing is held. If the custoner
requests a hearing, the hearing shall be held before the
public utilities board, to be conposed of three nmenbers of
the council to be appointed by the mayor. If as a result of
t he hearing, the board finds that the ampbunt clained to be
ow ng is actually due and unpaid and that there is no | egal
reason why the utility of the delinquent custoner for which
paynments are delingquent may not be shut off in accordance
with this section, the comm ssion may shut off the supply.

Sec. 74-9. Collection with taxes.

Del i nquent water and sewer services shall be certified
to the clerk who shall prepare an assessnment roll each year
providing for assessnent of the delinquent anmounts agai nst
the respective properties served. The assessnent roll shal
be delivered to the council for adoption on or before Cctober
1 of each year. Upon such adoption, the clerk shall certify
t he assessnent roll to the county auditor for collection
al ong with taxes.

ARTI CLE I'I. SEWER USE; SEWER SERVI CE CHARGES

DI VI SION 1. GENERALLY

Sec. 74-31. Definitions.

The followi ng words, ternms and phrases, when used in
this article, shall have the neanings ascribed to themin
this section, except where the context clearly indicates a
di fferent neaning:

Approving authority means the public utilities
comm ssion or its duly authorized representatives.

BOD (denoti ng bi ochem cal oxygen demand) neans the
guantity of oxygen utilized in the biochem cal oxidation of
organic matter in five days at 20 degrees Cel sius, expressed
as mlligranms per liter (nmg/l). Quantitative determ nation of
BOD shall be nade in accordance with procedures set forth in
St andard Met hods.

Buil di ng drain nmeans that part of the |owest horizontal
pi pi ng of a drainage system which receives the discharge from
soil, waste, and other drainage pipes inside the walls of the
bui | di ng and conveys it to the building sewer.

Bui |l di ng sewer nmeans a sanitary sewer which begins
i mredi ately outside of the foundation wall of any building or
structure being served, and ends at its connection to the
public sewer.

Chl ori ne requi renent nmeans the anmount of chlorine, in
mg/ 1, which nust be added to sewage to produce a residual
chlorine as specified in the National Pollutant D scharge
El i m nati on System (NPDES) permt.



Conbi ned sewer neans a sewer intended to receive both
wast ewat er and stormaater or surface water.

Comrerci al user neans any place of business which
di scharges sanitary waste as distinct fromindustri al
wast ewat er .

Conpati bl e pollutants nmeans BOD, suspended solids,
nitrogen, pH or fecal coliformbacteria, plus additional
pollutants identified in the NPDES permt for the wastewater
treatment facility; provided that such facility is designed
to treat such additional pollutants, and, in fact, does
remove such pollutants to a substantial degree.

Debt service charge nmeans that portion of the sewer
service charge relating to the cost of retiring outstanding
bond i ssues or other long termobligations of the wastewater
collection and treatnment facilities.

Easenent nmeans an acquired |legal right for the specified
use of |and owned by others.

Fl oatable oil neans oil, fat or grease in a physical
state such that it will separate by gravity from wastewat er
by treatnent in an approved pretreatnent facility. WAstewater
shall be considered free of floatable oil if it is properly
pretreated and the wastewater does not interfere with the
coll ection system

Governmental user nmeans users which are units, agencies
or instrunentalities of federal, state or |ocal governnent
di schargi ng normal domestic strength wastewater.

Ground garbage nmeans the residue fromthe preparation,
cooki ng, dispensing, handling, storage and sale of food
products and produce that has been shredded to such a degree
that all particles will be carried freely in suspension under
the flow conditions normally prevailing in public sewers with
no particle greater than one-half inch in any dinension.



| nconpati bl e pollutants nmeans wastewater with pollutants
that will adversely affect the wastewater collection and
treatment facilities or disrupt the quality of wastewater
treatnment if discharged to the wastewater collection and
treatment facilities.

| ndustrial users or industries neans entities that
di scharge into a publicly owned wast ewat er treatnment works,
liquid wastes resulting fromthe processes enployed in
i ndustrial or manufacturing processes, or fromthe
devel opnment of any natural resources. These are identified in
the Standard I ndustrial Classification Manual, 1972, O fice
of Managenent and Budget, as anended and suppl enental under
one of the follow ng divisions:

(1) Division A Agriculture, Forestry and Fi shing.
(2) Division B. M ning.
(3) Division D. Manufacturing.

(4) Division E. Transportation, Communications,
Electric, Gas and Sanitary Sewers.

(5) Division I. Services.

For the purpose of this definition, donestic waste shall be
considered to have the foll ow ng characteristics:

(1)BODs....less
t han 250 ng/l.

(2) Suspended
solids....less
t han 250 ng/l.




Any user who di scharges wastewater to the treatnment works

whi ch contains toxic pollutants or poisonous solids, |iquids,
or gases in sufficient quantity either singly or by
interaction with other wastes, to contam nate the sludge of
any munici pal systenms, or to injure or to interfere with any
sewage treatnent process, or which constitutes a hazard to
humans or animals, creates a public nuisance, or creates any
hazard in or has an adverse effect on the waters receiving
any di scharge fromthe treatnment works.

| ndustrial waste nmeans any solid, |liquid, or gaseous
subst ance di scharged or escaping fromany industrial or
manuf act uri ng process or fromthe devel opnent of any natural
resources. Such termincludes any wastewater which is not
sani tary sewage.

Infiltration means water entering the sewage system
(including building drains and pipes) fromthe ground through
such neans as defective pipes, pipe joints, connections and
manhol e wal | s.

Infiltration/inflow (1/1) nmeans the total quantity of
water fromboth infiltration and inflow.

I nfl ow neans water other than wastewater that enters a
sewer system (including building drains) from sources such
as, but not limted to, roof |eaders, cellar drains, yard and
area drains, foundation drains, drains from springs and
swanpy areas, manhol e covers, cross connections from storm
sewers, catch basins, surface runoff, street wash waters or
dr ai nage.

I nstitutional user neans a user of the treatnent
facilities whose establishnment is primarily engaged in
activities of an educational, religious, social, cultural,
charitabl e or human services nature.

Nat i onal Pol |l utant Di scharge Elim nati on System ( NPDES)
permt means a docunent issued by the state pollution control



agency which establishes effluent limtations and nonitoring
requi rements for the nunicipal wastewater treatnment facility.
NPDES permt no. and nodi fications thereof pertain

to the nunicipal wastewater treatnent facility.

Nat ural outl et means any outlet, including stormsewers
and conbi ned sewer overflows, into a watercourse, pond,
ditch, |ake or other body of surface water or groundwaters.

Nor mal domestic strength wastewater nmeans wast ewat er
wi th concentrations of BOD no greater than 250 ng/l and
suspended solids no greater than 250 ng/l.

Operation and mai ntenance costs includes all costs
associ ated with the operation and mai ntenance of the
wast ewat er collection and treatnent facilities during the
design or useful life of the wastewater treatnment facilities,
i ncl udi ng adm ni stration and repl acenent costs, all as
determined fromtime to time by the approving authority.

Person means any and all persons, including any
i ndi vidual, firm conpany, nunicipal or private corporation,
associ ation, society, institution, enterprise, governmnental
agency or other entity.

pH neans the | ogarithm of the reciprocal of the hydrogen
ion concentration. The concentration is the weight of
hydrogen ions, in grans per liter of solution. Neutral water,
for exanple, has a pH value of 7 and a hydrogen ion
concentration of 10

Public sewer neans any publicly owned sewer, storm
drain, sanitary sewer or conbi ned sewer.

Repl acenent costs neans expenditures for obtaining and
installing equi pnent, accessories or appurtenances which are
necessary during the design or useful life of the wastewater
treatnment facility whichever is longer to maintain the
capacity and performance for which such facilities were
desi gned and constructed. Operation and nmi ntenance costs
i ncl ude repl acenent costs.



Resi denti al user nmeans a user of the treatnent
facilities whose prem ses or building is used primarily as a
resi dence for one or nore persons, including dwelling units
such as detached and sem det ached housi ng, apartnments and
nobi | e honmes; and which di scharges primarily normal donestic
strength sanitary wastes.

Sani tary sewage neans a conbination of |liquid and water-
carried wastes discharged fromtoilets and/or sanitary
pl unbing facilities.

Sanitary sewer means a sewer that carries sewage or
wast ewat er from resi dences, comercial buildings, industrial
pl ants and institutions together with m nor quantities of
groundwat ers, stormmaters and surface waters which are not
adm tted intentionally.

Sewage nmeans the spent water of a person or comrunity.
The preferred termis "~ ~wastewater.''

Sewer nmeans a pipe or conduit that carries wastewater or
dr ai nage wat er.

Sewer service charge nmeans a charge |evied on users of
the wastewater collection and treatnment facilities for
paynment of operation and mai ntenance expenses, debt service
costs, and ot her expenses or obligations of such facilities.
The public utilities comm ssion nmay | evy such additional fees
as are appropriate for initial connections, repairs,

i nspections or other services it may perform

Sl ug neans any di scharge of water or wastewater which in
concentration of any given constituent or in quantity of flow
exceeds for any period of duration |onger than 15 ninutes,
nore than five tinmes the average 24-hour concentration of
fl ows during normal operation, and/or adversely affects the
wast ewat er col |l ection system and/ or performance of the
wast ewater treatnment facility.



St andard Met hods neans the exam nation and anal yti cal
procedures set forth in the nost recent edition of Standard
Met hods for the Exam nation of Water and Wast ewat er,
publ i shed jointly by the American Public Health Associ ati on,
the American Water Works Association, and the Water
Envi ronnent Federati on.

Storm sewer or drain nmeans a drain or sewer for
conveyi ng water, groundwater, subsurface water or unpoll uted
wat er from any source.

Suspended solids neans total suspended matter that
either floats on the surface of, or is in suspension in,
wat er, wastewater or other liquids, and that is renovable by
| aboratory filtering as prescribed in Standard Methods for
t he Exam nation of Water and Wastewater, and referred to as
nonfil terabl e residue.

Unpol | uted water nmeans water of quality equal to or
better than the effluent of the wastewater treatnent
facilities or water that would not cause viol ation of
receiving water quality standards, and would not be
benefitted by discharge to the sanitary sewers and wastewat er
treatnment facilities.

User charge neans a charge | evied on users of the
wast ewat er collection and treatnent facilities for paynment of
operation and mai ntenance expenses of such facilities.

Wast ewat er neans the spent water of a comunity or
person. Fromthe standpoint of source, it nmay be a
conbi nation of the liquid and water-carried wastes from
resi dences, commercial buildings, industrial plants and
institutions, together with any groundwater, surface water
and stormwater that may be present.

Wast ewat er collection facilities or wastewater
col l ection system neans the structures and equi pment required
to collect and carry wast ewat er.



Wastewater treatnment facility means an arrangenent of
devices and structures for treating wastewater and sl udge.
Also referred to as wastewater treatnent plant.

Sec. 74-32. Appeal procedures.

Any user, permt applicant or permt holder affected by
any decision, action or determ nation, including cease and
desi st orders, made by the approving authority interpreting
or inplementing the provision of this article or in any
permt issued under this article, may file with the approving
authority a witten request for reconsideration within ten
days of the date of such decision, action or determ nation,
setting forth in detail the facts supporting the user's
request for reconsideration. The approving authority shal
render a decision on the request for reconsideration to the
user, permt applicant or permt holder in witing within 15
days of receipt of the request. If the ruling on the request
for reconsideration nmade by the approving authority is
unsati sfactory, the person requesting reconsideration my,
within ten days after notification of the action, file a
witten appeal with the council. A fee of $15.00 shal
acconpany any appeal to the council for its ruling. This fee
may be refunded if the appeal is sustained in favor of the
appel lant. The witten appeal shall be heard by the counci
within 30 days fromthe date of filing. The council shal
make a final ruling on the appeal within ten days fromthe
date of hearing.

DIVISION 2. USE OF PUBLI C SEVEERS

Sec. 74-46. Sanitary sewers.

No person shall discharge or cause to be di scharged any
unpol l uted waters such as stormwater, groundwater, roof
runof f, subsurface drainage or cooling water to any sanitary
sewer .

Sec. 74-47. Storm sewers.

Stormwat er and all other unpolluted water shall be
di scharged to such sewers as are specifically designated as
conbi ned sewers or stormsewers, or to a natural outlet
approved by the approving authority and other regul atory
agenci es. Unpolluted industrial cooling water or process
wat ers may be di scharged, on approval of the approving
authority and upon approval and issuance of a discharge
permt by the state pollution control agency (MPCA), to a
storm sewer, conbi ned sewer or natural outlet.

Sec. 74-48. Prohibitions and limtations.

Except as provided in this article, no person shall
di scharge or cause to be discharged any of the follow ng
descri bed waters or wastes to any public sewer:

(1) Any liquids, solids or gases which by reason of
their nature or quantity are, or may be, sufficient
ei ther alone or by interaction with other
substances to cause fire or explosion or be
injurious in any other way to the wastewater
di sposal systemor to the operation of the system
Prohi bited materials include, but are not limted

to, gasoline, kerosene, naphtha, benzene, tol uene,
xyl ene, ethers, alcohols, ketones, al dehydes,
per oxi des, chlorates, perchlorates, bromates,
car bi des, hydrides and sul fi des.

Any waters or wastes containing toxic or poisonous
solids, liquids, or gases in sufficient quantity,
either singly or by interaction with other wastes,
that could injure or interfere with any waste
treatment or sludge di sposal process, constitute a
hazard to humans or animals, or create a public
nui sance in the receiving waters of the wastewater
treatnment facility. A toxic pollutant shal

i nclude, but not be limted to, any poll utant
identified pursuant to section 307(a) of the Cl ean
Wat er Act.

Any waters or wastes having a pH | ower than 5.0, or
in excess of 9.0, or having any corrosive property
capabl e of causi ng damage or hazard to structures,
equi pnent, and personnel of the wastewater
collection and treatnent facilities.

Solid or viscous substances in quantities or of
such si ze capabl e of causing obstruction to the
flow in public sewers or other interference with

t he proper operation of the wastewater collection
and treatnent facilities, such as, but not limted
to, ashes, cinders, sand, nud, straw, shavings,
nmetal, glass, rags, feathers, tar, plastics, wood,
unground gar bage, whol e bl ood, paunch manure, hair
and fl eshings, entrails, and paper dishes, cups,
mlk containers, etc., either whole or ground by
gar bage grinders.

The follow ng described substances, nmaterials,
waters or waste shall be Iimted in discharges to
sanitary sewer systems to concentrations or
quantities which will not harmeither the sanitary
sewers, wastewater treatnment process or equipnent;
shall not have an adverse effect on the receiving
stream and/or soil, vegetation and groundwater; or



shall not otherw se endanger lives, |inbs, public
property or constitute a nui sance. The approving
authority may set linmtations nore stringent than
t hose established below if such nore stringent
limtations are necessary to neet the above

obj ectives and/or the city's National Poll utant

Di scharge Elim nation System (NPDES) permt. The
approving authority will give consideration to the
guantity of subject waste in relation to flows and
velocities in the sewers, materials of construction
of the sanitary sewers, the wastewater treatnent
facility and other pertinent factors. Wastes or
wast ewat ers di scharged to the sanitary sewers shal
not exceed the followng limtations:

a. Wast ewat er having a tenperature higher than
150 degrees Fahrenheit (65 degrees Cel sius).

b. Wast ewat er containing fats, wax, grease, or
oi |l s, whether enulsified or not, in excess of
100 ng/l containing substances which may
solidify or become viscous at tenperatures
bet ween 32 degrees Fahrenheit and 150 degrees
Fahrenheit (zero degrees Cel sius and 65.6
degrees Cel sius).

C. Wast ewat er containing oil and grease
concentrations of mneral origin of greater
t han 100 ng/l, whether enulsified or not.

d. Gar bage grinders may be connected to sanitary
sewers from hones, hotels, institutions,
restaurants, hospitals, catering
establishnents, or simlar places where
gar bage originates fromthe preparation of
food in kitchens for the purpose of
consunption on the prem ses or when served by
caterers.

e. Any wat ers or wastes containing iron,
chrom um copper, zinc and other toxic and
nonconventi onal pollutants to such degree that



the concentration exceeds |evels specified by
federal, state and |ocal authorities.

Any wat ers or wastes containing odor-producing
subst ances exceeding limts which may be
establ i shed by the approving authority or
limts established by any federal or state
statute, rule or regulation.

Any concentration of radioactive wastes or

i sotopes as nay exceed limts established by
t he approving authority in conpliance with
applicable state or federal regul ations.

Any waters or wastes containing substances

whi ch are not anenable to treatnent or
reduction by the wastewater treatnment
processes enployed, or are anenable to
treatment only to such degree that the
wastewater treatnment facility effluent cannot
neet the requirenents of other agencies having
jurisdiction over discharge to the receiving
wat er s.

Any water or wastes which, by interaction with
ot her water or wastes in the sanitary sewer
system rel ease obnoxi ous gases, form
suspended solids which interfere with the
col l ection system or create a condition

del eterious to structures and treatnent
processes.

Mat erials which exert or cause:

1. Unusual BOD, chem cal oxygen denmand, or
chlorine requirenments in such quantities
as to constitute a significant |oad on the
wast ewater treatnment facility.

2. Unusual volune of |ow or concentration of
wastes constituting slugs.



3. Unusual concentrations of inert suspended
solids (such as, but not limted to,
fuller's earth, line slurries and |ine
resi dues) or of dissolved solids (such as,
but not Iimted to, sodiumsulfate).

4. Excessi ve discol oration (such as, but not
limted to, dye wastes and vegetable
t anni ng sol utions).

K. | nconpati ble pollutants in excess of the
allowed limts as determned by city, state
and federal laws and regulations in reference
to pretreatnment standards devel oped by the
Envi ronnental Protection Agency, and as
contained in 40 CFR 403, as anended fromtine
to tine.

DI VI SI ON 3. | NDUSTRI AL WASTE

Sec. 74-61. Subm ssion of basic data.

The approving authority may require each person who
