ORDINANCE NO. 2005-02

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING GRAND MARAIS ZONING ORDINANCE BY REDEFINING “HOTEL”

The City of Grand Marais Ordains:


Section 1.
The Grand Marais Zoning Ordinance is amended as follows:

The definition of “Hotel” in Section 19.02 is changed to:
Hotels - Any building or portion thereof where lodging is offered to transient guests for compensation and in which there are more than five sleeping rooms, with no cooking facilities in individual dwelling units.  Lodging facilities consisting of lodging units that are used predominantly for vacation length stays not exceeding 30 days or for rental to guests on an overnight basis. 

The reference to “motels and hotels” in Section 19.14, Section 21, General Conditions, is changed to:

For these purposes, “motels and hotels” will be defined as any lodging facility under single ownership consisting of lodging units that are used predominantly for rental to guests on an overnight basis or for vacation length stays not exceeding 30 days, provided that the density and other requirements described below are satisfied.
