A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA ALLOWING SURVIVOR BENEFITS TO BE PAID IN CASES WHERE THE FIREFIGHTER DIES BEFORE BECOMING VESTED



WHEREAS, The City has joined the Statewide Volunteer Firefighter Retirement Plan administered by the Public Employees Retirement Association (PERA); and,

WHEREAS, The Statewide plan offers survivor benefits to the families of firefighters who die after providing at least 5 years of service; and,

WHEREAS, The City highly values the contributions of volunteer firefighters and wishes to also provide survivor benefits to the families of firefighters who die before providing 5 years of service; and,

WHEREAS, the City understands that should this provision be approved and passed into law, it would not increase required contribution amounts.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA, that the City hereby ratifies the addition of a plan provision allowing survivor benefits to be paid to firefighters who die within their first five years of service, should such a provision be passed into law.
