CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 2014-07

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA APPROVING THE GRAND LAKEVIEW PRELIMINARY PLAT

WHEREAS, Gopher Lakeview LLC, ("Applicant") has submitted an application for Preliminary Plat approval for Grand Lakeview, located legally described as follows:

WHEREAS, at their meeting of January 29, 2014, the City Council referred the plat to the Planning Commission for consideration; and,

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission found the application to be incomplete and notified the applicant of the deficiencies; and,

WHERES, the applicant corrected the deficiencies on April 16, 2014; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on April 16, 2014, and received public testimony regarding the proposed preliminary plat; and

WHEREAS, all required notices regarding the public hearing were properly made; and

WHEREAS, City Staff and the Planning Commission have reviewed the submittal of the Preliminary Plat and have determined that it meets the requirements of the rules and regulations of the City of Grand Marais subdivision ordinance and zoning ordinance, except as provided herein; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Grand Marais has reviewed the proposed Preliminary Plat of Grand Lakeview for compliance with the City subdivision ordinance and statutes of the State of Minnesota at its meeting of April 30, 2014.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA, that it adopts the following findings of fact related to the requested Preliminary Plat:

1. Dedicating a public street for access to the proposed lots would create an undue hardship by requiring a larger than necessary right-of way, an investment in road construction greater than the benefit to the property, and larger maintenance and upkeep costs than could be supported by the increased property values.

2. The proposed lot areas and dimensions are substandard to the requirement in the R-1 zone.

3. The cost of developing the necessary infrastructure to serve the proposed subdivision creates an undue hardship necessitating the variance to allow the smaller lot sizes.

4. The proposed preliminary plat in all other aspects complies with the requirements of City Code chapter 62.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Grand Lakeview Preliminary Plat is hereby approved subject to the following conditions:

1. The Final Plat must include adequate protection of the public welfare through appropriately designed stormwater, water, and wastewater systems.

2. The turnaround at the end of Brendan Circle must be designed to adequately serve emergency vehicles.

3. Covenants and Restrictions will be required to manage the maintenance of all privately owned shared infrastructure.
