CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 2015-10

A RESOLUTION BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND MARAIS, MINNESOTA AUTHORIZING A CORRECTIVE QUIT CLAIM DEED TO COOK COUNTY HOSPTIAL DISTIRCT AND DISPENSING WITH REVIEW BY THE GRAND MARAIS PLANNING COMMISSION

WHEREAS, 	the Cook County Hospital District (“Hospital”) owns certain real estate in the City of Grand Marais, County of Cook, State of Minnesota, legally described on the attached Exhibit A (“Property”); and

WHEREAS,	the Hospital has proposed that the City of Grand Marais (“City”) adopt and execute a corrective quit claim deed conveying any interest that the City has in the Property to the Hospital to resolve title issues that have been identified by the Hospital with the historical legal description for the Property in order to facilitate the Hospital’s planned expansion on the Property; and 

WHEREAS,	a draft corrective quit claim deed has been prepared and is attached hereto as Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, 	Minnesota Statutes, Section 462.356, subdivision 2 states that no publicly owned interest in real property within a city shall be acquired or disposed of until after the planning commission has reviewed the proposed acquisition or disposal and reported in writing to the city council its findings as to compliance of the proposed acquisition or disposal with the comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS, 	The same statute further states, however, that the city council may, by resolution
adopted by two-thirds vote, dispense with the requirements of this subdivision when in its judgment it finds that the acquisition or disposal of real property has no relationship to the comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS, 	the City Council of the City now determines that the execution and delivery of said corrective quit claim deed to the Hospital is in the best interests of the City and the Hospital.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL THAT: 
The City Council hereby finds that execution of the corrective quit claim deed for conveyance of any interest that the City may have in the Property to the Hospital has no relationship to the City’s Comprehensive Plan, and therefore review of the proposed conveyance by the Grand Marais Planning Commission is not required under Minn. Stat. § 462.356, Subd. 2, and is hereby dispensed with as allowed by that statute.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT: The City Council hereby approves the attached corrective quit claim deed, as to form, and authorizes and directs the Mayor and City Administrator to execute the same substantially in the form hereby approved, to deliver the same to the Cook County Hospital District, and to execute all documents and take such actions as are necessary to carry out the intent of the foregoing, including making any necessary minor or technical changes to the attached document prior to execution thereof.
